As our
thoughts return from
the ocean and the
mountains, it's a good
time to remind our-
selves of the impor-
tance of prayer in the
fulfilling of what we
feel God is calling us
to do.

Prayer is more than
positive thinking. The
Bible tells us that if
you are a Christian,
when God looks at
you he sees the right-
eousness of Christ.
That makes your
prayers powerful and
effective. I'd like to
take advantage of
that power by offer-
ing the following list
of various aspects of
God's work at Trinity,
in no particular
order, that would

benefit from your
prayers.

Pastor - Pray that I
will hear God with
accuracy, confidence
and timely obedience;
that I will have ever
increasing wisdom,
faith and discern-
ment; that God will
bless my preaching,
teaching, counseling
and leadership; that I
will demonstrate the
fruits and gifts of the
Holy Spirit; and for
blessings on my
health and family; all
to glorify God, bless
the people of Trinity,
and advance God's
kingdom.

Leaders - Pray for
our church leaders
and staff in similar
ways as listed above,
and that they will find
their work fulfilling
and a blessing to
them and the church.

Pray for God to make
his presence known
in our services, pray

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Sunday School - Pray that the teachers find fulfillment and blessing,
the students be blessed, and new students come, in all ages.

Outreach - Pray for our website and other outreach activities, that those
in our community who do not regularly attend church will become aware

of Trinity, attracted to try us, return and become a part of our family, and
in that process those who do not know Jesus will find him.

Finances - As is normal for churches, we enter the fall with our finances
lagging behind a straight-line budget projection. Pray that our giving
catches up so that we can fully carry out all that we feel called to do. In
particular, pray that we can fully pay our obligations to our Trinity mis-
sionaries, and to the work of that connection of other local churches like
ours that we call our denomination, most of which is also missions work
of one form or another.

Church Council and Committees - Pray for wisdom and effective-
ness for those groups of dedicated Trinity folks who guide us in the plan-
ning and administration of our ministries: Worship, Evangelism, Educa-
tion, Sunday School, Finance, Trustees (buildings, grounds and equip-
ment), Staff-Parish Relations ("personnel"), Long-Range Planning, and
their various sub-groups and task forces.

Nominations - Pray for the Leadership Development Committee as they
seek God's guidance in who to ask to take on positions of leadership in the
church for the coming year.

Bible Studies and Prayer Groups - Pray for the leaders and partici-
pants in the various Trinity Bible study and prayer groups, that they be
blessed and strengthened and their numbers grow.

Missionaries - Pray for safety, provision, and effectiveness for our mis-
sionaries in Annapolis and around the world. Pick up a laminated book-
mark listing the missions we support if you don't already have one.

Sister Church - Pray for safety, favor, wisdom and growth for the Ba-
tikent Protestant Church in Ankara, Turkey, especially pastors Ali Pektash
and Joshua Wentz, as they purchase land, move to a new location, and
seek to expand their ministry. Pray for me as I write a booklet on practical

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ministry to be translated into Turkish and used in my workshops for church leaders in that country.
Pray also for our sister United Methodist Conference in Zimbabwe.

Mission Trip - Pray for those who will be representing Trinity in our annual mission work trip to
Henderson Settlement in Frakes, Kentucky this October, for safety, good weather, good witness, and
growing together.

Clubs - Pray that our Art Club, Book Club, Dominos Club, Family His-
tory/Genealogy Club, and Garden Club will provide fellowship for our
members and a means of attracting others to Trinity and the Lord.

Groups - Pray for the leaders and plans of our men's and women's
groups and the groups for various ages such as children, youth, Cornerstone (young adults), Spice of
Life (middle adults) and Young at Heart (seniors).

Denomination - Pray for the United Methodist Church in this area and around the world to be
faithful to the Bible and our mission statement: "to make disciples of Jesus Christ for the transforma-
tion of the world."

Anything God puts on your heart - if God makes you aware of some need of our church that is not on
this list, please pray extra hard for that, because most people will probably just be sticking to what is
listed here.

This is a lot, and I don't expect everyone to pray for every part of it every day. The list above is in-
tended more as a suggestion than a requirement. That said, many people, as they advance in years,
feel that they aren't able to offer as much to the work of the church as they used to when they were
more physically active. If you really believe, as I do, that prayer is one of the most important things
you can do, then older people are often in a place to offer the most to the church, because they have
the time to pray, and the experience to know what to pray for. If you can pray the whole list every
day, please do!

Thank you for your faithfulness in praying in the past. Please keep it up. I'm convinced that when we
get to heaven we'll be amazed at how important our prayers were in God's work.
